	Time-Out Steps (in order)

	1.
	Person performing the procedure initiates the Time-Out (calls the team together).

	2.
	All other activity ceases.

	3.
	Designated staff, other than person performing the procedure, verbally states patient name, procedure and location while referring to source documents (In the OR, ACP also provides patient name and procedure from their documentation; scrub states procedure set up for).

	4.
	Designated staff, other than person performing the procedure (OR – scrub), locates and verbally confirms visualization of site mark (if applicable) and states where it is located.

	5.
	Person performing procedure verbally verifies procedure including side/site from memory.
