Fall Prevention
Low Bed and Floor Mat Criteria
	Risk of Harm from Fall (ABCs)
• Age ≥ 85 years old
• Bones = osteoporosis or bone mets
• Coagulation (anticoagulation (heparin, coumadin, lovenox) or coagulopathy 
• Surgery (specifically thoracic or abdominal surgery or lower limb amputation)
Acute/chronic cognitive impairment
Confusion, impulsiveness
Acute seizure
Symptomatic hypotension
Vertigo
Syncope/near syncope
History of falls – more than two in the last six months
Reason for current admission is related to a fall
Fall during current hospitalization
Patient removed Tab Alarm
Admitted from Memory Care Unit (Alzheimers, Respite, etc.)


Note: Low Carroll bed has a built-in pressure sensor, so the Posey Sitter II Alarm may not be indicated, unless appropriate for recording a message to the patient.
Consider a floor mat on both sides of the bed.
