	Hendrich Fall Risk score of 5 or greater and/or:
- Impaired memory
- Confusion
- Impulsivity
- Attempt to get out of bed
- Delirium
- Dementia
- History of a fall at home
	The patient meets the Tab Alarm criteria and one or more of the following:
- Patient removed Tab Alarm
- Cognitively impaired but able to remove the Tab Alarm
- Non-English speaking patient
- Admitted from Memory Care Unit (Alzheimer’s, Respite, etc.)
- Fell during the current hospitalization
Reminder:
If the patient is non-English speaking, contact a family member or an interpreter to record a message to remind the patient to stay in bed. An interpreter is able to record a message by phone.


Posey Sitter II Equipment Cleaning Instructions:
· The Posey Sitter II alarm is NOT disposable.
· After patient use, clean the Posey Sitter II Alarm with Quat or PDI wipes or HB25. If the patient had C-Diff, clean with Dispatch Hospital Cleansing Towels (with bleach).
· The bed and chair pads are disposable and are single patient use items. If the pad becomes contaminated with blood or body fluids during the patient’s stay, you may wipe it down with Quat wipes.
· Be sure to use a barrier, such as a towel or sheet, so that the pad is not directly in contact with patient’s skin.
