New Skin Safety Audit Tool Instructions
Beginning in November 2010, the PUP committee members will utilize a new audit tool.  Below is an overview explaining the changes.

	5 patients audited; chart review completed for 4 days of hospitalization 
	Real time audit of at least 1 patient per nursing assignment; each unit will complete as many audits as feasible based on unit size and census on day of audit

Instructions:

1. Log into LW and print nursing report #55 to review patients at risk for skin breakdown.

2. Translate patient name and Braden score for at risk patients from report #55 to the new audit tool.

3. Try to select at least one patient from each nurse’s assignment.  Go to the patient’s room and note the position of the patient on the audit tool.

4. Audit if the heels are off the bed and if the HOB is 30 degrees or less.

5. Provide peer feedback as needed.

6. Check LW orders to see if the prevention protocol is ordered for each of the patients being audited.

7. Two hours after you audit the initial patient position, go back to the patient’s room to see if the patient has been repositioned.
